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FACES OF ISRAEL PURIM - The Book of Esther 
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The Feast of Purim is a time of great joy! 
 
Purim, meaning “lots,” recalls the time in his-
tory when “lots” were cast to decide when the 
Jews would die in Persia (modern-day Iran).  
 
The book of Esther tells us that the Jews of 
Persia refused to bow down to Haman, a 
“macher” in the kings court. Without knowing 
the truth, the king decreed that all the Jewish 
men, women and children were fated to die.  
 
Mordechai, a faithful Jew in the king’s court, 
led the Jewish community in prayer and fast-
ing.  
 
Mordechai’s niece, Esther, had been ap-
pointed Queen of Persia; and 
the king loved her.  
 
Even so, at the risk of her own 
life, she revealed the plot of evil 
Haman to the king.   
 
Although the king’s decree to 
have the Jews killed could not be cancelled, 
he added an addendum to the law that the 
Jewish people could now defend themselves 
with all their might and power! They fought the 
Persians, they won and Purim has been a day 
of deliverance, feasting and great rejoicing 
ever since!
